Fascinating Exploits in SpySci 
NIGEL WEST 

Robert Wallace and H. Keith Melton with Henry Robert Schlesinger: Spycraft:  The 
Secret  History  of  the CIA's  Spytech  from  Communism to Al-Qaeda 
Dutton, New York, 2008, 549 p., $29.95. 

Every four  or five  years a major 
contr ibut ion to the l i terature on 
intelligence appears. In recent times 
b o o k s by T h a d d e u s H o l t (The 
Deceivers), Milt Bearden (The  Main 
Enemy), and David Wise (Molehunt) 
have enhanced the understanding of 
intelligence. And now Spycraft  is just 
such an important publication. Both 
authors, Robert Wallace and Keith 
M e l t o n , know the in te l l igence 
business well, with Wallace having 
served as director of  the Central 
Intelligence Agency's (CIA) Office  of 
Technical Services, and Melton 
having produced the most accurate 
and impressive books on espionage 

tradecraft,  including The  Ultimate 
Spy. 

With a F o r e w o r d by former 
Director of  Central Intelligence 
George Tenet, Spycraft  covers the 
history of  the Technical Services 
Division (TSD) from  September 1951 
right up to late 2008, including 
coverage of  the infamous  espionage 
case of  Ana Montes in 2001. The 
volume is illustrated with dozens of 
photographs and line drawings of 
equipment, including concealment 
devices, transmitters, weapons, and 
cameras. Of  special interest are the 
detai led accounts of  the Soviet 
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Nigel  West,  a renowned  author and military  historian, is a specialist on 
intelligence,  counterintelligence,  and security issues. He  has written  more than 
two dozen books on various aspects of  intelligence,  his most recent being At 
Her Majesty's Secret Service: The Chiefs  of  Britain's Intelligence Agency, 
MI6 (London:  Greenhill  Books, and Annapolis, MD:  Naval  Institute  Press, 
2006). He  is also coeditor,  with Oleg Tsarev,  of  Triplex: Secrets From the 
Cambridge Spies (New  Haven,  CT:  Yale  University  Press, 2009). Mr.  West  is 
also Professor  at the Center  for  Counterintelligence  and Security  Studies, 
Alexandria,  Virginia.  Under  his given name, Rupert Allason, he served  as a 
Conservative  Member  of  the British Parliament  from  June  1987 to May  1997, 
representing  Torbay. 
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
